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At Springfield Primary School we want our children to love Art and Design! We intend to achieve this through ambitious, coherently planned, sequenced and inspiring art lessons that helps build knowledge and understanding in pupils as to some of the ways art is relevant to our lives. 
Our art and design curriculum is designed to engage, inspire and challenge our pupils providing them with opportunities to explore art and design through a broad and balanced programme of study that includes the disciplines of drawing, painting, printing, collage, textiles, sculpture and digital art alongside the study of a diverse range of artists, designers, craft-makers and architects new and old. 
Our progressive lessons provide a balanced yet rich offering, with progression of knowledge and skills woven throughout. Children have the opportunities to learn about and practise these new skills building on their previous learning. Our curriculum will provide understanding of the different techniques, materials and approaches to each art discipline giving them the opportunity to be able to experiment, invent and create their own works of art whilst developing their knowledge of art vocabulary. Our curriculum is also designed to be easily adapted and developed for pupils with special educational needs and/or disabilities.
It is our aim that by the time pupils leave our school they can feel as if they have found an area of the visual arts that is relevant and engaging to them. 

Springfield Art and Design Policy










Implementation 
Each academic year, children will study the works of 3 artists, designers, craft-makers or architects, reflecting a range of diverse and cultural heritage, in the areas of drawing, painting, printing, collage, textiles, sculpture and digital art. The skills, knowledge and vocabulary that children will develop throughout each art topic are mapped across each year group and are progressive throughout the school. The emphasis on knowledge ensures that children understand the context of the artwork, as well as the artists that they are learning about and being inspired by. The children’s learning is further enhanced by ‘Learning outside the classroom’ opportunities and cross curricular learning where appropriate. 
Each child will have a sketchbook in which they will make initial sketches, develop skills, record ideas and develop opinions. Pupil’s sketchbooks will follow them throughout their school life showing their Art and Design journey. Through in-depth discussion, the pupils will explore how their art can share commonalities with famous art and use subject-specific vocabulary to discuss key artworks and their own work. In the development of confident art critics, pupils will share their opinions and make informed observations about what will improve their own practical work. Pupil discussions about their learning will take place (pupil voice) and pupils will have the opportunity to review what they and others have done and express their opinions about what they think and feel about Art and Design.
To support teaching, staff have access to a range of resources and planning.

	Impact
The impact of this curriculum design will lead to outstanding progress over time across key stages relative to a child’s individual starting point and their progression of skills. Its structure ensures that children are able to develop their knowledge and understanding of the work of artists and designers from a range of times and cultures and apply this knowledge to their own work developing and progressing across a range of Art and Design skills. Our Art and Design curriculum will also lead pupils to be enthusiastic Art and Design learners, evidenced in a range of ways, including pupil voice, their final pieces and sketchbooks. The consistent use of children’s sketchbooks means that children are able to review, modify and develop their initial ideas in order to achieve high quality outcomes. We ensure that children who are achieving well, as well as those who need additional support, are identified, and additional provision and strategies are planned in and discussed with class teachers. We aim to develop future artists and their appreciation of the art in the world around them.
